From Downtown Vancouver:

Go east on Hastings Street to Boundary Road. Turn right (southbound) on
Boundary Road and turn left (eastbound) onto Henning Drive. The Accent Inn is
on the corner of Henning Drive and Boundary Road.

From Vancouver International Airport:

Follow Marine Drive eastbound to Boundary Road. Turn left (northbound) on
Boundary Road. From Boundary Road turn right (eastbound) onto Henning Drive.
The Accent Inn is on the corner of Henning Drive and Boundary Road.

From Hope:

Follow Hwy 1 westbound to the Willingdon North exit. Go northbound on
Willingdon and turn left onto Dawson Street. Dawson Street eventually turns into
Henning Drive.
